


2009 CONSUMER CONFIDENCE REPORT

Water Quality Test Results

The tables below list all of the drinking water contaminants that were detected through our water quality monitoring and testing. The presence of
contaminants in the water does not necessarily indicate that the water poses a health risk. Unless otherwise noted, the data presented in this table is
from the January-December 2009 monitoring period. For those contaminants that are monitored less frequently the most recent test results are listed.

*Laboratory analysis indicated that the contaminant was not present.
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Maximum Contaminant Levels (MCLs) are
set at very stringent levels. The Maximum
Contaminant Level Goal (MCLG) is set

at a level where no health effects would
be expected, and the MCL is set as close
to that as possible, considering available
technology and cost of treatment. A
person would have to drink 2 liters of
water every day, as recommended by
health professionals, at the MCL level

for a lifetime to have a one-in-a-million
chance of having the described health
effect.

Action Level (AL) - The concentration of a
contaminant which if exceeded, triggers
treatment or other requirements which a
water system must follow.

Maximum Contaminant Level (MCL) -The
MCL is the highest level of a contaminant
that is allowed in drinking water. MCLs
are set as close to the MCLGs as feasible
using the best available treatment
technology.

Maximum Contaminant Level Goal
(MCLG) - The MCLG is the level of a
contaminant in drinking water below
which there is no known or expected risk
to health. MCLGs allow for a margin of
safety.

Parts per million (ppm) or Milligrams

per liter (mg/L) - One part per million
corresponds to one minute in two years or
a single penny in $10,000.

* There was one (1) site that exceeded the Copper Action Level. Copper: Copper is an essential
nutrient, but some people who drink water containing copper in excess of the action level over
a relatively short amount of time could experience gastrointestinal distress. Some people who
drink water containing copper in excess of the action level over many years could suffer liver
or kidney damage. People with Wilson’s Disease should consult their personal doctor.

**There was one (1) site that exceeded the Lead Action Level. Lead: Infants and young children
are typically more vulnerable to Lead in drinking water than the general population. It is possible
that Lead levels at your home may be higher than other homes in the community as a result
of materials used in your home’s plumbing. If you are concerned about elevated Lead levels in
your home’s water, you may wish to have your water tested and flush your tap for 30 seconds
to 2 minutes before using tap water.

If present, elevated levels of lead can
cause serious health problems, especially for
pregnant women and young children. Lead
in drinking water is primarily from materials
and components associated with service lines
and home plumbing. The Prudence Island
Water District is responsible for providing high
quality drinking water, but cannot control the
variety of materials used in plumbing compo-
nents. When your water has been sitting for
several hours, you can minimize the potential
for lead exposure by flushing your tap for 30
seconds to 2 minutes before using water for
drinking or cooking. If you are concerned
about lead in your water, you may wish to
have your water tested.
